PROVIDING POLICY DIRECTION FOR THE
CURTIS PARK VILLAGE PROJECT (P04-109)

BACKGROUND

A. The Curtis Park Village Development Project (P04-109) consists of the planned
development of approximately 72 acres with commercial, retail, and office space
(259,000 sq. ft.), single family residences (189 units), three multi-family housing
communities (338 units), and a 6.8+ net acre neighborhood park/detention basin.

B. On April 1, 2010, the City Council conducted a public hearing and received and
considered evidence concerning the Curtis Park Village Development Project
and certified the Environmental Impact Report (EIR) for the Project, but deferred
action on the Project entitlements. The City Council wishes to direct staff to
incorporate refinements into the Project entitlements that will be acted upon by
the City Council at the future date. The refinements to be incorporated are
attached to this Resolution as Exhibits A and B.

BASED ON THE FACTS SET FORTH IN THE BACKGROUND, THE CITY COUNCIL
RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Staff is directed to incorporate the refinements as described in Exhibits A
and B into the Project entitlements, so that the City Council may take
action upon the Project entitlements at a future date.

Section 2. Exhibit B shall be modified so that the park site does not show future
amenities. The park amenities will be shown in the approved Master Plan
for the park.
